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About The Asia Foundation

The Asia Foundation is a non-profit, non-governmental organization committed to the development of a peaceful,  

prosperous, just, and open Asia-Pacific region. The Foundation supports programs in Asia that help improve governance, 

law, and civil society; women’s empowerment; economic reform and development; and international relations. Drawing 

on more than 50 years of experience in Asia, the Foundation collaborates with private and public partners to support 

leadership and institutional development, exchanges, and policy research. 

With a network of 17 offices throughout Asia, an office in Washington, D.C., and its headquarters in San Francisco, the 

Foundation addresses these issues on both a country and regional level. In 2006, the Foundation provided more than $53 

million in program support and distributed 920,000 books and educational materials valued at $30 million throughout Asia.
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Hong Kong, Korea, Japan, & Taiwan
In 2006, The Asia Foundation’s work in Japan, South Korea, Hong Kong, and Taiwan focused on  
introducing its development assistance programs and strategies to potential partners and donor  
prospects. This was the first full year of operation for The Asia Foundation’s new initiative, Partners in 
Asian Development. This initiative seeks to engage program partners and donors in Japan, South Korea, 
Hong Kong, and Taiwan in developing collaborative programs for the benefit of recipients in Asia’s  
less-developed countries. 

Strengthening Philanthropy

In September 2006, the Foundation brought 

four international philanthropic development 

experts to Hong Kong for three days of  

consultation and planning with its Hong 

Kong Leadership Council members and 

leaders from the private and NGO sectors 

to advance donor effectiveness and philan-

thropic potential in Hong Kong. The consultations 

have led to local community organizations producing 

a Hong Kong donor website and the creation of organiza-

tional standards for local non-profit organizations.

Forging Stronger Korea-U.S. Ties

While relations between Korea and the United States have been 

a stabilizing force in a volatile region, that relationship has been 

challenged in recent years. To help foster healthy dialogue at a 

senior government level, the Foundation joined with the Korean 

Development Institute School for Public Policy and Management 

to organize a two-day workshop in Washington, D.C. Twenty-

five Korean officials from 16 government ministries held frank 

discussions with current and former U.S. government policy-

makers on security issues, including how to respond to North 

Korea’s nuclear program, and the ongoing negotiations of a Free 

Trade Agreement between the two countries. Earlier in the year, 

a similar forum was conducted in Washington with researchers 

from the Korean Institute for National Unification.

World Economic Forum on East Asia

Douglas Bereuter, President of The Asia Foundation, and Madam 

Sadako Ogata, President of Japan International Cooperation 

Agency, participated in the World Economic Forum on East 

Asia held in Tokyo. They joined the Honorable Ong Kang Young, 

Secretary General of ASEAN, the Honorable Mari Pangestu, 

Minister of Trade of Indonesia, and other prominent members 

in the panel discussion, “An East Asian Community: Is There a 

Design That Can Deliver?” The occasion highlighted the reality 

of the “bottom-up” approach to community-building in East 

Asia, in which international NGOs, such as The Asia Foundation, 

are likely to play an increasingly prominent role. Mr. Bereuter 

stressed that the formation of an East Asian Community should  

be an inclusive process.



Southeast Asia

Southeast Asia is home to 535 million people, living in 10 

countries, each at a different stage of economic and political 

development. Indonesia, with the world’s largest Muslim  

population, is a burgeoning democracy that is working to  

consolidate its democratic institutions less than a decade  

after the fall of President Suharto. For the past five years,  

Vietnam’s economy has grown faster than any other Asian  

country except China. Other nations in the region are working  

to establish effective forms of governance that strengthen rule 

of law, better protect human rights, reform economic policies, 

and increase governments’ responsiveness and accountability 

to their citizens. 

The Asia Foundation’s offices in Southeast Asia work with local 

partners to support a broad range of initiatives to address these 

and other issues. In Cambodia, East Timor, and throughout 

the region, the Foundation works to improve access to justice, 

legal protections for women, and to counter human trafficking. 

Addressing areas of conflict, such as in the southern Philip-

pines and southern Thailand, is another key component of the 

Foundation’s work. The Foundation also encourages stronger 

international relations through events such as the U.S.-Malaysia 

Bilateral Conference, and programs such as the Luce Scholars 

exchange program, which sends a group of young Americans  

to work in professional internships in Asia each year. In countries 

including Indonesia and Vietnam, the Foundation supports  

programs to improve economic policies and expand opportu-

nities, and throughout the region, its Books for Asia program 

improves education through its large volume of books donated  

by major publishers.
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Thailand & Laos
The Asia Foundation supports Thai initiatives that advance public participation in local governance, 
community management of natural resources, and the protection of basic human rights. It provides legal 
aid to tsunami survivors and communities affected by environmental degradation, while promoting the 
reform of laws and regulations that discriminate against minorities or impede civic participation. Through 
the Books for Thailand Foundation, the Foundation distributes 80,000 volumes a year to educational 
institutions and libraries nationwide. The Foundation’s Thailand office also manages the Laos program, 
which is focused on increasing access to information and reducing policy isolation; increasing women’s 
security and participation in government; and improving the legal environment.

Women’s Constitutional Advocacy

The Foundation is supporting the work of the Women’s Move-

ment in Thai Political Reform (WeMove), which was established 

prior to the September 19, 2006 coup to ensure the voices of 

women are heard in the political reform process. Through 

research, seminars, and advocacy campaigns, WeMove is 

working to ensure that Thailand’s political reforms are premised 

on equality and basic human rights. Members advocate that  

the 1997 Constitution should serve as the blueprint for the next  

constitution and insist that the former charter’s articles on  

gender equality and the state’s duty to protect women and  

children from violence are retained. WeMove further advocates 

for public participation in policymaking at all levels and the 

rights of communities to manage their natural resources.  

Bridging grassroots organizations and urban civic groups,  

WeMove seeks equal treatment for all Thai citizens.

Legal Aid for Tsunami Survivors

The Foundation established the Tsunami Legal Aid and Rights 

Referral Center (T-LAC) in Krabi Province in March 2006 to 

provide legal services to the poor and vulnerable survivors of 

the December 2004 tsunami. T-LAC offers a range of services, 

including free consultation on rights and legal issues; the  

covering of administrative costs related to legal proceedings 

such as translation, filing fees, recovering lost documents, as 

well as travel to and from lawyer consultations and courts; and 

providing pro bono legal representation in court. Supported by 

the Japan Social Development Fund and the World Bank, T-LAC 

also provides free assistance for other issues that impact clients’ 

ability to pursue their rights, including the provision of medical 

and psychological treatment and urgent humanitarian relief.
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Vietnam
The Asia Foundation supports local initiatives in Vietnam that advance international integration; economic 
growth and private sector development; good governance and legal reform; and improved international 
relations. Other activities address women’s rights, human trafficking, and the environment. Through  
its Books for Asia program, the Foundation also donates approximately 40,000 books and journals each 
year to the National Library of Vietnam and more than a hundred other Vietnamese institutions throughout 
the country. 

Supporting the Development of American  

Studies in Vietnamese Universities

To facilitate better understanding between the United States  

and Vietnam, the Foundation is currently supporting the develop-

ment of American Studies at the University of Social Sciences 

and Humanities (USSH) in Hanoi and selected higher education 

institutions. Through a grant from the Henry Luce Foundation, 

four faculty consultants with expertise in American Studies from 

both the U.S. and Asia have worked intensively with Vietnamese 

counterparts to advise them on curriculum development and 

teaching methods. Two USSH faculty members were sent to  

the U.S., one on a two-year master program at the University  

of Maryland and another on a semester placement at the  

University of Buffalo. The Foundation also provided teaching  

materials and textbooks, including the translation of recom-

mended texts into Vietnamese. The project was administered 

through the Foundation’s Asian-American Exchange program, 

which designs and facilitates study tours, cultural exchanges, 

and conferences to foster improved U.S.-Asian relations.

Public Participation and the National Assembly

Vietnam’s lawmaking process has become increasingly open 

to public participation, although limitations exist in the scope 

and effectiveness of public consultation. The Foundation is 

supporting efforts by the Office of the National Assembly (ONA) 

to increase citizen participation in the law-making process. 

The ONA is using Foundation-supported research to develop a 

guidebook for legislators that outlines basic concepts of public 

participation and offers skills for seeking citizen input. The ONA 

will also develop a web application to better enable the National 

Assembly to solicit public opinions about draft legal documents 

via the Internet. The guidebook and the web application will be 

useful tools for policymakers to engage the public and increase 

transparency in the legislative drafting process. 



South Asia

With strong intellectual and entrepreneurial traditions and  

one fifth of the world’s population, South Asia holds tremendous 

development potential. Yet the region faces significant economic 

and political challenges that hinder the development of effective 

and responsive democratic government, the protection of  

human rights, and sustained, balanced economic growth.  

Women are often denied opportunities to participate fully  

in public life, and ethnic and religious minorities in some  

countries have gained little from the progress made to date.  

Violent conflict continues to threaten peace and stability in 

many South Asian countries. 

With five offices and five decades of experience in South Asia, 

The Asia Foundation assists local partners in their efforts  

to address these challenges through diverse programs.  

The Foundation is also poised to expand its support and  

cooperation in India, with its rapidly growing economy and 

important role in the region. In Sri Lanka and Nepal, the  

Foundation continues to work to manage and resolve conflict. 

The Foundation supports programs in Bangladesh and  

Sri Lanka to strengthen and build the capacity of local  

governments to improve their effectiveness, accountability,  

and responsiveness. After helping the Afghan people build  

a new representative government through constitutional and  

elections programs, the Foundation is now assuring the  

country’s progress through public opinion polling, while 

continuing to work on key governance and educational issues. 

In Pakistan and throughout the region, women’s initiatives are 

an important part of the Foundation’s work, including programs 

to help educate and empower women, prevent trafficking in 

persons, and protect women’s rights.

For the past several years, the Foundation has steadily  

expanded its cooperation with government and non-government 

institutions in India. Since 2001, the Foundation has supported  

an annual fellowship program with the Ministry of External  

Affairs, under which mid-career Indian diplomats have conducted 

research on regional security issues at various research institu-

tions in Washington, D.C. The Foundation has also supported 

a number of conferences on U.S.-India relations, and provided 

support to Indian academic and non-governmental organizations 

for programs dealing with the environment, eGovernance, and 

women’s rights. In 2006, the Foundation hired distinguished 

former Indian diplomat Ambassador Rajendra Abyankar to  

serve as the Foundation’s on-the-ground program develop-

ment consultant in India. Through his efforts and frequent staff 

visits, the Foundation will continue to expand its presence and 

programs in India in the coming year.
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Afghanistan
In Afghanistan, The Asia Foundation supports programs vital to the political, social, economic, and  
educational development of post-Taliban Afghanistan. The Foundation has assisted Afghans in their  
efforts to rebuild Afghanistan through establishing and strengthening executive government; supporting 
development of a new constitution; assisting the reform of the legal system; creating educational and 
training opportunities for women and girls; supporting higher education; and promoting improved  
international relations.

Afghanistan 2006: A Survey of the Afghan PeoplE

The Foundation conducted the single-largest, nationwide public 

opinion poll between June and August 2006. The poll consisted 

of a random sample of more than 6,000 in-person interviews with 

Afghan citizens over 18 years old. Five years after the Taliban  

regime fell, opinion remains divided on the country’s direction, 

the effectiveness of international intervention, and the effective-

ness of reconstruction efforts. Designed, directed, and edited 

by The Asia Foundation with its partners, the Afghan Center for 

Social and Economic Research, A.C. Nielsen, and AINA, this 

survey singles out key areas that need attention from the point 

of view of Afghans themselves.

National University Entrance Examination 

Preparation

Educational opportunities for girls and women have improved 

since the Taliban government fell and a broad-based govern-

ment was established, but the educational realities facing  

young women in Afghanistan are still daunting. There are 19 

institutions of higher education in Afghanistan, with more than 

41,000 students, of whom less than 9,000 are women. In some 

provinces with security problems, boys studying in 12th grade 

are also at a disadvantage and many are not able to pass the 

university entrance examination.

The Foundation and its partners initiated a university entrance 

examination preparation course for students in nine provinces  

in Afghanistan. The pilot project helped to prepare young 

women for the university entrance exam though an intensive 

four-month course. Collaborating with the Ministry of Education 

and the Ministry of Higher Education, the Foundation supported 

the development and publication of a study guide, which was  

re-printed and distributed to 40,000 students across Afghanistan.
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Bangladesh
The Asia Foundation in Bangladesh works with local partners to advance good governance, economic 
growth, security, and regional collaboration on trade and rights protection. Its programs promote fair 
elections and democratic representation; assist the poor with access to justice; build trust between 
police and communities; engage religious leaders to support development and women’s rights; and help 
rural entrepreneurs reform economic policy. Through its Books for Asia program, the Foundation donates 
70,000 books and journals annually. 

Promoting Free, Fair, and Safe Elections

With assistance from the Foundation, the 34-member Election 

Working Group (EWG) coalition began implementing a  

comprehensive national program in preparation for the 2007 

parliamentary elections, which were originally scheduled for 

January but have since been postponed. The EWG developed a 

plan to deploy volunteer election monitors nationally, undertake 

select voter and civic education initiatives in all 64 districts, and 

advocate for key electoral reforms. EWG’s work laid the founda-

tion for a variety of Foundation-supported program activities to 

facilitate dialogue among the Bangladesh Election Commission, 

law enforcement, political parties, the media, and civil society to 

ensure a level playing field, reduce the risk of election violence, 

promote more substantive election campaigning, and encourage 

popular demand for enhanced democratic representation and 

accountability between elections.

Enhancing the Role of Religious Leaders  

in Development

Bangladeshi society confers stature and respect on individuals 

whose contributions to community life reflect special knowl-

edge and personal integrity. As leaders of influence, Muslim 

religious leaders, or imams, are well placed to contribute to 

national development efforts. They understand local community 

needs and can communicate citizen interests to development 

professionals, while also using their weekly sermons and other 

outreach to provide information on development initiatives and 

opportunities to community members. Through the Foundation’s 

Leaders Outreach Initiative program, more than 5,000 imams 

from across the country studied community development  

initiatives in education, public health, agriculture, fisheries, 

environmental conservation, human rights, prevention of  

trafficking in persons, and enterprise development. Participating 

imams share the knowledge acquired with members of their 

communities, harness this experience for their own development 

efforts, and have established collaborative working relations 

with secular civil society organizations with which they  

previously had little contact. 
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Nepal
The Asia Foundation works with government and non-governmental organization partners to promote 
conflict transformation, peace-building, and democratic governance that serves all Nepalis regardless  
of ethnicity, caste, or geographic region. Through financial support, technical assistance, training,  
and research, the Foundation supports local initiatives to strengthen the rule of law and human rights,  
promote peace, broaden economic opportunities, and safeguard women’s rights and security. Much  
of the Nepal program is focused on citizen participation in the upcoming constituent assembly process.

Social Marketing for Peace 

A comprehensive peace accord signed by the government of 

Nepal and the Maoist insurgents in late 2006 provides a frame-

work for managing rebel arms, forming an interim government, 

and electing a constituent assembly to write a new constitution. 

Although the accord formally ended the decade-long conflict, 

much work remains to stabilize rural areas, create an environ-

ment for free and fair elections, and sustain peace. To maintain 

public pressure for peace, the Foundation launched a “Social 

Marketing for Peace Campaign.” Through this program, local 

partners produced and broadcast pro-peace radio jingles and 

songs featuring popular Nepali artists. They also mobilized 

theater troupes to perform street drama throughout the country. 

Designed by a 14-year-old student, the campaign logo features a 

dove superimposed on the Nepali national flag with the caption: 

“For progress, Peace.” The logo appears on billboards, posters, 

decals, and other products.

Mediating Local Disputes

Traditional dispute resolution mechanisms are breaking down 

as Nepali society changes. In the absence of effective courts, 

Nepalis require alternative means for achieving quick, inexpen-

sive, and effective resolution of their disputes. During the past 

five years, the Foundation and its NGO partners, working in  

collaboration with local government, have successfully  

established community mediation services in 14 districts across 

Nepal. To date, more than 9,000 cases have been registered with 

local authorities. Of these cases, 86 percent have been resolved, 

11 percent remain pending, and only 3 percent could not be 

settled. The demand for mediation services continues to grow as 

mediators gain the respect and credibility of local people, and as 

family and community relationships improve.
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Pakistan
In Pakistan, The Asia Foundation works with civil society organizations and government to create a  
supportive environment to uphold the rights of vulnerable populations and support institutional reforms 
for better governance. Key programs include support for a participatory budget-making process at the  
local level, better service delivery models to make healthcare more responsive to citizen demands, the 
first domestic election network for monitoring elections and comprehensive voter outreach, and women’s 
empowerment programs.

Community Participation in Budgeting 

Although public participation in the budgetary process is a 

statutory requirement, corruption and inefficient planning still 

lead to the misuse of public funds. Accordingly, the Foundation 

provided budget literacy trainings to 72 civil society organiza-

tions and 56 council members in the sub-districts of Jehlum and 

Kasur. Local government representatives also presented draft 

budgets for the next fiscal year to civil society organizations 

and council members. For the first time ever, recommendations 

made by organizations in these workshops were incorporated 

into the local government budgets. A conference was organized 

in Islamabad for organizations and council members to develop 

plans for further increasing awareness, identify gaps in local 

government budgets, and create monitoring mechanisms to 

ensure efficient utilization of public funds. Local government  

officials committed to greater transparency and increased  

community participation in the next budget cycle.

Women and Islam

Pakistani women are often denied the right to an education 

due to conservative social values and misplaced notions about 

Islam, which has led to a severe gap in literacy levels between 

men and women. This gap perpetuates the violation of women’s 

rights. To remove misconceptions about Islam’s position on 

women’s right to education, the Foundation enlisted the support 

of religious leaders who are instrumental in influencing social 

attitudes in their communities. Workshops consisting of lectures 

by prominent religious leaders were organized to build relation-

ships with and gain the trust of local religious leaders from 

across Pakistan. The workshops provided a forum for discussing 

girls’ education and other issues related to women’s education 

and security, such as co-education and discriminatory tradi-

tional practices. Educational materials on women’s rights and 

social practices that discriminate against women are also being 

developed through this program.
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Sri Lanka
Since 1983, Sri Lanka’s civil war has claimed a terrible toll, both in lives and in damage to the economy. 
Finding a durable solution to the ethnic conflict while advancing national development goals is Sri 
Lanka’s central political challenge. The Asia Foundation’s program in Sri Lanka supports local efforts to 
promote lasting peace and prosperity, strengthen democratic local governance, promote greater citizen 
participation in policymaking and governance, improve access to justice, protect human rights, resolve 
conflict, and promote private enterprise policy reform.

Promoting Citizen Participation

The Transparent Accountable Local Governance program  

promotes transparent, accountable, effective, and democratic 

local governance by improving government performance and 

increasing community participation. The Foundation is also 

working to strengthen mechanisms that support good local 

governance at the provincial and national levels and build  

public demand and political will for local governance reforms.  

In 2006, the program focused on building capacity for a  

participatory local development planning and budgeting process. 

A guidebook for planning and budgeting was introduced and 

has been adopted by more than half the local governments in 

the country, with endorsement from politicians and bureaucrats 

at all levels. The program has resulted in more responsive local 

plans, increased commitment to public consultation, greater 

cooperation among local politicians from different parties, and 

improved relationships between the public and private sector. 

Tamil Language Training for Sri Lanka Police

Under its Access to Justice Program, the Foundation carried out 

an initiative to train police officers from the majority Sinhalese 

community in how to communicate in the Tamil language,  

which is used by members of the minority Tamil and Muslim 

communities. Thirteen Tamil-speaking officers from the Sri 

Lankan Police’s Higher Training Institute were trained as Tamil-

language instructors using a special curriculum developed by 

representatives of the Police Department, language training  

experts from the University of Colombo, and The Asia Foundation’s 

staff. Trainees learned cross-cultural communications and how 

to communicate with civilians in situations and settings that are 

likely to arise in the course of day-to-day policing, especially in 

areas of the country that have been racked by ethnic conflict. 

The instructors are now teaching police officers at district-level 

training centers around the country.
